Evangelicals 

have more than embraced 

the internet: almost two 

thirds have high speed 

internet access. What are 

they all looking at?

 Preventing people 

from looking at the internet 

is like preventing people 

from watching TV. The wind 

might knock the cable out 

every now and then, but al-

most everyone does it.  What 

the church needs to do is give 

them something worth look-

ing at, engage them with 

their e-mail 

box, and engage them with 

their blogs. Christian televi-

sion has been around for 

years to some success, but it 

takes money and excellent 

talent to compete with the 

secular world.

Facebook 

has unwanted ads and con-

tent, but Christian internet 

users spend a lot of time on 

this popular site. Imagine 

congregants going to a 

website where their faith is 

bolstered.  Threads can 

help people anonymously, 
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deal with temptation and 

struggles by talking with 

other individuals who have 

overcome them.  A blog can 

be like a Sunday school 

class or small group Bible 

study that goes on all week 

long. 

Sailing the Seven Seas 

 Paul the Apostle, 

had rules of engagement 

when sharing the Gospel;

squares and market places.  

Today’s market place and 

town meeting hall is the 

internet. Christians need 

to get out there, surf 

around, and make their 

presence known.
